
     All 2010-11 Triangle Chapter members are eligible to apply for Home Game tick-
ets again this year.  The tickets will be sold in pairs and come with a parking pass 
for only $120.00.  All ticket request forms, provided in this newsletter and on our 
website, along with a check will be accepted from members and tickets distributed 
using the ticket allocation procedure.  Checks will be processed when received and 
refunds given to members whom we can not find tickets.        

Ticket Allocation Procedure       

    The Triangle Chapter criteria for issuing tickets is based on: 

1. Years of service on the Board.  

2. Consecutive years of membership to the Triangle Chapter. 

3. Available tickets are divided into pairs if we receive more than one request for 
any game.  

4. If a member received tickets for a game in the last two years or for a game earlier 
in the current year, their request/s is moved to the bottom of the list.  

     This again is to insure that as many different members as possible get a fair chance 
to attend a game.  

Acquisition of tickets:      

     At present, the Chapter has three avenues in which it obtains tickets. 

1. Members prearrange with us to sell their season tickets for home and away games 
for resale to our members.  

2. The Alumni Association offers tickets to several games via a drawing. When we 
use this system, 20 to 30 members may go to a designated game. These must be 
requested and paid for before the start of the football season.  

3. Anyone inside or outside the Chapter sells their tickets due to their inability to use 
them to a certain game or games.  

     We give priority to members selling tickets if we have more tickets to sell than 
requests.

In the fall, the Chapter holds game par-
ties each Saturday to provide a means 
for our members to come together to 
cheer and watch the Penn State football 
team.

There is a sign-in sheet for Chapter 
members at the door.  Chapter members 
will receive a raffle ticket for a chance 
to win a door prize at half-time.  Mem-
bership forms are available should you 
wish to help support the Chapter.   

We also sell 50/50 raffle tickets to bene-
fit our endowed scholarship fund. 

Typically, we have a strong sound sys-
tem with great Penn State songs and 
cheers thanks to the efforts of Matt 
Stewart.   

But the first rule of game party is you 
must have fun.
